· In both English and German, modals ( also called auxiliary or helping verbs) modify the meaning of another verb
· Modals express an attitude towards an action, such as permission, obligation, ability, desire, or necessity. Look at the example in English to see how the meaning of the sentences changes if we add different modal verbs. 
· He does his homework.
· He should do his homework.
· He must do his homework.
· He can do his homework.
· Ha wants to do his homework.
· He is allowed to do his homework.
· There are 6 modal verbs in total, but we will learn more about mögen in the next unit
· Except for sollen, all of the German modals are undergo a stem-change in their present tense singular forms.

· When you use a modal to modify the meaning of another verb, put the conjugated form of the modal in second position. Put the infinitive of the other verb at the end of the sentence.
· Ich muss Französisch lernen. (I have to study French.)

· To form a yes-or-no question, move the modal verb to the beginning of the sentence, while the verb it modifies remains at the end.
· Willst du Wasser trinken? (Do you want to drink water?)

How to use modals:
· Use dürfen to express permissionNote that, unlike the English should or ought, sollen implies an expectation that comes from someone other than the subject

· Use können to express ability
· Use müssen to express obligation
· Use sollen to convey the expectation that a task be completed.
· Use wollen to express desire
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
