Hey this is my room! J

At the start of each class period | go through the agenda for the class and choose a goal based on what is
going on that day. If we are playing a game, we might choose teamworkX if we are taking notes, we might
choose active listening... etc. After choosing a goal, | write it on the board so that we all remember what
goal we are working towards!

Throughout the period | make sure to point out when individual students/the whole class are doing a real-
ly good job of following that goal to reinforce the positive behavior.

Alternatively, | will say things like Gremember, our goal today is active listeningg if the class isn®@doing a
great job of following the goal. | make sure to never refer to the goal in a negative manner. Instead, if they
aren@doing a good job, 1% say something like GRight now we are at a 2 for active listening. What can we
do to increase that score before the end of the period?¢

At the end of the period we rate ourselves on how well we followed the goal. ItQa quick and silent fist to
5 (0-5) rating and then | take a quick average of the room. The students are usually spot on with their
ratings. Sometimes they actually rate themselves lower than what | would have given them!

This helps to give them ownership of their behavior and helps to motivate them to do well. | also offer in-
centives when they reach certain point values so they know what they are working towards! When they
reach 100 they can either have a free period, or | will bring in a class treat. If they save to 150 they can
have a free period with a treat! The caveat is that they have to be passing the class to participate in the
free periodX which also gives them incentive to boost their grades!

The implementation of this system has completely changed the climate in my classroom! It gives us a goal
to work towards together, it provides motivation to do well, it gives meaning to the social contract, and it
allows for self-reflection throughout the entire class period. | tie sub-behavior to the point system as well!
