- Attendance Update
        -Overall: enrollment #s will be down. GEO codes: there’s only 1,400 kids that are to be slated to go to DHS. Currently 1,920 students; permit students. FTE & budget times that is on the table right now.
       -Met w/freshmen parents. 
       -Excused rates are lower now; increase unexcused w/sophomores.
    

-Facilities Updated (Gym/Auditorium/Band Room)
     -Gym: banners will be going up.
     -Auditorium: will need to grind down the stage; summer time. Suggestion: one head set is bad; replace. Will be putting in request for floor mics.
     -Band room: Band parents will be repainting the whole room; spring break. June – add sound panels. Sound system in the works; bids in place. Ceiling tiles & lighting.

- World Café Follow Up
     - Spreadsheet was received to Mr. Gardner; comments typed up. Need to identify terms & data. Budget Equity Exercise will be able to give a better picture of this.

- CASB/CASE Follow up
     - a group of students attended & presented. 5 DHS kids attended & presented. Different districts invited DHS students to participate at their schools/districts. Putting responsibility on the kids to take a leadership role.

-Mental Health/Teen Suicide Prevention Panel
    -Meeting in January helped. There are still kids at risk. 02/19 and 20 w/student panels. Kids will be pulled from classes to attend in small groups; about 45minutes. Supporting and suffering will be the key points; 2 students will be presenting.
PPSPP – Cassandra Walton will be here.

-8TH Grade Visit & Open House Debrief
      -it flowed well but it might have been slow at first; parents might not have followed the blue/green part. Students moderating it was a plus. Great open house; a lot of spirit. Showed off a lot of the great things about Doherty. It was good to hear from Teachers & Students of what they thought about DHS. An 8th grader is looking forward to coming to DHS; convinced them to come since they were on the fence of coming to DHS. FUTURE: making sure to let students know that they need to bring their parents and vice versa. 
Student council feedback: open house is always good & very informative for parents. 8th grade open house: was good but also bad. Repetitive activities is too much but not always effective. Maybe more organization – tips: maybe have more interaction w/the middle schools in their classrooms instead of being in the gym. Maybe coordinate Middle School PTA and DHS PTA.
